Restrictions update

After the Government delay to Covid 19 restrictions lifting, unfortunately this results in us having to
amend some of our planned events. South Peak Sports is no longer able to take place, and
unfortunately we are not going to be able to invite parents to our Annual Sports Day. We are very
disappointed at this. However, please be reassured that Sports Day will be going ahead for all of the
children, within their class bubbles on Tuesday 13t July 2021. All children will need to come to school in
their full PE kit on this day.

We are planning on our Year 6 students performing a school play. Again, parents will be unable to come

and view this due to restrictions, but we are planning on filming this for all parents to enjoy.

Due to the current restrictions, a number of Secondary Schools have had to change their transition days
for the Year 6 children to visit their new schools to the last week of term. This has resulted in us
changing our Year 6 Leavers Assembly to Wednesday 215t July 2021 at 2pm. At the moment, we plan
for this to be for Year 6 children and their parents outside in our school grounds. We will inform Year

6 parents if this needs to change.
We will also be holding a virtual Leavers Mass during the last week of term for all children in school.

Whatever the restrictions are in place, please be reassured that we will ensure that all children have an
enjoyable end of the school year, especially our Year 6, who will be leaving St Joseph’s to move to their
