This term, we continue to implement the new RED (Religious Education Directory), ‘To know You more clearly. In Branches
Three and Four, children will come to know and understand the Scripture in more detail.

Branch Three focuses on Jesus’ ministry where he teaches through parables and reveals He is the Son of God through his
miracles. We learn about the Sacraments of the Church and how Christians throughout the world live out the teachings of
Jesus.

Branch Four focuses on Jesus' suffering, death and resurrection. We learn about the meaning of the most significant time
in the Church’s year and how we celebrate and journey through the Lent season.
